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This publication provides a broad overview of the current federal risk management 
programs available to agricultural producers with a focus on programs available 
under the Agriculture Improvement Act of 2018 (i.e., The 2018 Farm Bill). Although 
each title of the Farm Bill contains programs that attenuate risk indirectly, most 
current targeted risk management programs are authorized under Title I: Commodity 
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available under these two titles. Available policies for managing production and 
price risk are discussed with recent trends in program enrollment and outlays 
provided. Finally, ad-hoc assistance programs are discussed. Although ad-hoc 
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these ex-post forms of support have become more prevalent in recent years and have 
played an important role in supporting farm income. 
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
